This year, 27 awards were given out in 11 categories ranging from gold, silver, 
bronze to awards of merit and technical achievement.  The winners are selected by a 
Design Awards Committee, which consists of knowledgeable professionals, and are 
recognized at the annual Orlando Pool and Spa Show in February. 

The Florida Swimming Pool Association is a trade association for the pool and 
spa industry in Florida.  There are approximately 550 member businesses in 16 Chapters 
across the state.  Members are required to abide by a code of ethics and to be properly 
licensed and insured.
